In March we held our Pre-construction Conference with TC2 Construction, their major sub-contractors, the architect, the
SHF representative and our committee. Work is underway to finalize the formal contract and work is slated to begin Monday
April 20th, 2009. The plan is for work to be completed and approved within 120 days. So by the end of August we will have a
new revitalized house of the Lord!
