CPR... what do you think of? Cardiopulmonary
resuscitation right? The dictionary defines
CPR as "emergency procedure for reviving
heart and lung function, involving special
physical techniques and often the use of
electrical and mechanical equipment.”

What is happening though when you need to
perform CPR though? The heart has stopped
and the body has stopped breathing and you
are needing to help give life back to the body of
the person with God's help and guidance.

In this case our church; the physical body, the
physical house of the Lord needs CPR. We
only need to revive the shell; not the heart.
The heart is strong, the soul is here. But the
body is suffering. CPR in our acronym stands
for Church Preservation and Restoration.
We've already determined that the Church in
this case is the physical building. Itis badly in
need of support. Some cosmetic and
reconstructive surgery if you will. No accident
caused it to be this way, just years of wear and
tear. Sounds like my knees.

"Preservation™: We are working to preserve
the old, the original, the way it was meant to be
here for generations. What is here we want to
be here for many more years to come. Don't
we all want to be around as long as we can?
So does this house. We want to help it do just
that.

"Restoration": The church has had a facelift or
two as the years went along. The caretakers in
the different times did what they believed to be
the right thing for the building at the time. They
did what they could to make the building work
for them in that time. We now know that the
right thing for this church building at this time is
to make the outside look and feel like it did
when it was first built, brick by brick, many
years ago.

With the help of the grant from the State
Historical Society we are able to perform CPR
on our beautiful church building.

We will be restoring the outside, the facade of
the building to its original glory. We will be
seeing the transformation and be grateful that
we are here during this fantastic time. There
will be opportunities for us to help here and
there on that transformation, to say we were
part of God's work on His house.

Once upon a time, | owned and operated a
small remodeling business "Family Home
Renovations". "Renovation", now that is an
interesting word. The dictionary defines this
verb as "1. to restore to good condition; make
new or as if new again; repair. 2. to
reinvigorate; refresh; revive." (There is that
‘revive’ word again.) This is what we are doing
here, to make it as much as we can to be as it
was when it was new. We will have new doors
built to match what was here in its infancy. We
will restore the mortar in the bricks and stone.
We will restore the "lantern” that oversees all
the stature that this beautiful building has.
Making them all as they were when new.

But we are also reinvigorating, refreshing, and
reviving. To me, this means that we are
putting new life into it as well. The excitement
of having the windows restored and cleaned;
the brightness of the beautiful wood trim as it
comes back to life all invigorate me.. It also
means that while we preserve the old, we
make room for new. The building was not built
with the blessings of modern wiring and
efficient insulation. This will be remedied.

Doing all of this will require skilled and trained
professionals and enthusiastic volunteers: the
Lord's tools. His "special physical techniques".
And to aid in doing all this I'm sure there will be
quite a bit of "electrical and mechanical
equipment”. :-) CPR... seems to fit what
we're doing pretty well | think.

The people in our town will receive $12,500.00 in long-term aid from the The United Methodist Church. The United Methodist
Committee on Relief (UMCOR) has approved $10,000.00 for the long-term recovery of our community, following the tornado
which hit our town on May 22, 2008. The Rocky Mountain Conference Disaster Fund will be providing another $2,500.00
towards the recovery needs. What a blessing!!

As many of you already know, after the tornado the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) received 1, 465
registrations. There were 78 homes destroyed, 230 sustained major damage, 180 had minor damage, and 370 needed some
kind of repair. Our community is still seeing some blue tarps on buildings including our City Hall. So we are still in the recovery
mode.

The Long Term Recovery Committee of the Northern Colorado Storms is assisting the Windsor community in its recovery.
Pastor Linda, and Sandy Meier, an active member our church, are both serving on this committee. The mission of this
committee is to coordinate available resources for unmet needs of families and individuals affected by the tornado. A
subcommittee, of which Pastor Linda serves, is the Case Management Sub-Committee along with George Cummings of
Lutheran Family Services, whose agency is providing the bulk of the funds for the staff needed to manage the unmet needs for
the community. The $12,500.00 will go towards supporting the work to assist those who are still in need and are struggling to
get everything taken care of because of the tornado.

The administration cost of UMCOR is funded by contributibns to

people in need.
