The Significance of Lent?

Lent is the fourth season of the Christian year. Its length is the 40 days preceding Easter Day, not
counting Sundays. This means Lent always begins on a Wednesday, known as Ash Wednesday.

Lent commemorates Jesusd fast and temptation in th
to the Gospel, lasted 40 days. Just as Jesus confronted his temptations during these 40 days, Lent
helps Christians focus on our most basic need as sinners: forgiveness.

The only way our Lorddés forgiving power can become
to confront our sins, confess them and repent of them. In short, Lent is a season of penitence.

Some Christians fast during Lent. This denial of bodily comforts can help encourage self-reflection
about the need for Jesus6 forgiveness.

Updates

What a wonderful God we serve! God is working in the community and touching lives everyday. He is asking us to join Him in
this ministry. The Church Restoration and Preservation (CPR) ministry is a special way we get to serve Him by letting everyone
see the joy and grace that comes with serving. We have an opportunity to let every person see the glory of our Savior in action.
There will be persons in our community you get to share your faith with on the journey of Church Restoration and Preservation
of Godos house 'BandWametintimdsor.aie aleddy dget to let architects, environmental consultants, and
preservation specialists know and see who we honor in this ministry. Imagine the number of people we will encounter as we
engage a general contractor and all the workers who will come into this special place and get to experience being in His
presence. Think of everyone in this congregation each of us will get to share the joy of serving together in this ministry. God is
good! | invite each of you to lift each person up in prayer to the Father every day that we may be His hands and feet in this
ministry.

Good things are happening in the CPR Ministry indicating progress is occurring. We have entered into necessary
environmental assessments activities to determine if there are items to be addressed before a General contractor is selected.
That is always something to be considered on a project such as this. Conditional approval has been received of the Architect
drawings indicating there is still some more work to be done. We have tentatively determined the first and second public
announcement soliciting interest in Restoration and Rehabilitation construction will occur at the end of January. Interested
General Contractors will be given an opportunity to review the site early in February with proposals to be in near the end of
February. Following that, early in March a General contractor in expected to be selected. Assuming all things progress as
hoped we anticipate having a contract award mid-March. We will be having Easter services in the sanctuary after which the
facility will be made available to the General Contractor. There is still a great deal of effort and work to be done in this process
including a lot of decisions to be made. Your prayers and patience will be appreciated. As you can tell or at least imagine,
there is lots more to do and plenty more to come. The blessings keep coming! Praise God!

In the November Messenger we had included copy of our project budget from the State Historical Fund contract so you can
get a feel for the scope of this effort and impact of a ministry like this. Beginning in the Messenger next month we will begin
providing an update on expenditures you can reference as another way to visualize the progress of this ministry. Most
everything we need covered is included in the SHF Grant. There are several exceptions such as certain stained glass
windows, rear exterior stairs, dumpster enclosure, and archeological monitoring which we will have to address as time goes
on. More information on these will be forthcoming and need to be completed as part of the Restoration work. If you have
guestions, please visit with one your CPR Ministry project team ministers.
