JULY 2010 

One of my summer spiritual practices, which also doubles as my exercise regimen, is cycling (the kind you pedal).  I 

like to ride my road bike early in the morning while it is cool and the traffic is light. Recently I was cycling along a 

reasonably busy road and came upon a vehicle pulled off the side of the road and parked in the bike lane. Of 

course, itõs usually no big deal to get around such an obstacle, but it caused me to think, òHow inconsiderate to 

block the bike lane on such a busy road.ó As I past the SUV, however, I noticed a few things. The emergency blinkers 

were flashing, a woman was sitting on the open tailgate with a òforlornó look on her face, and a tireƄ one on the 

side toward the busy trafficƄ was as flat as a pancake. On top of that, there were two dogs in the back of the vehicle 

yelping loudly. As I spun on by her and down the road, my thoughts began to change from: òHow inconsiderate!ó 

to òI wonder if she needs help?ó I turned around and rode back to ask if help was needed. òIõve already called AAA,ó 

she said, òThey should be here any minute.ó And then she said, òThank youéyou are the first one to stop.ó 

In the gospels, one reason so many people love and follow Jesus is that he was òthe first one to stopó for them. 

Whether they had been blind since birth and were begging on the side of the road; or whether they had been lying 

paralyzed on a mat for thirty -eight years; or lepers on the edge of town crying òHave mercy;ó or a tax collector up a 

treeƄ Jesus was the first one to stop for them. While Jesus always had a destination in mind when he traveled, he 

was less concerned about reaching his destination òon timeó as he was stopping for people who were parked on 

the side of the road of life with emergency blinkers on and forlorn spirits. Had I been driving my car that day instead 

of riding my bike, it would have been unlikely I would have even noticed the womanõs situation let alone taken the 

time to stop. 

It also occurs to me that Jesus did not choose to cloud his mind with judgmental thoughts like òHow inconsiderate.ó 

Instead, Jesus chose to let his calling fill his spirit and guide his responseƄ òThe Son of Man came to seek and to save 
the lostó (Luke 19:10). His ministry was, and still is, to be òthe first one to stopó for anyone broken down, in the ditch, 

or on the sidelines. 

 As Jesusõ disciples, we have the chance to be the first ones to stop for someone in need. It will require that we pay 

more attention to our journey and less attention to reaching a destination according to schedules we devise. It will 

mean glancing to the sides of the road of life, looking for emergency flashers, flat tires, and forlorn looks. It will mean 

letting go of our judgmental thoughts and turning around to offer help. Yes, AAA was on the way, they would 

change the broken tire.  But in Christ, we bring a different kind of help. We can be òThe first one to stopó and offer 

the love of Jesus. It is help everyone needsƄ help that will change a broken life.
