Now 
we need to find men and women of our 
congregation who are willing to answer 
Jesus' call to serve as Stephen Ministers, 
which begins with 50 hours of stimulating 
and useful training in Christian caring 
skills. This training will be led by trained 
Stephen Leaders and will include a variety 
of topics such as listening, Christian as-
sertiveness, maintaining boundaries in 
caregiving, and grief. The training is dis-
tinctively Christian and focuses on God as 
the one who cures as we care.  

   When the Stephen Ministers have com-
pleted their training, they will be commis-
sioned and ready to begin their ministry. 
Working under supervision, these Stephen 
Ministers will be available to meet weekly 
with persons experiencing such problems 
as these, and many more. 

      Bereavement, Terminal illness, Single 
parenting, Long-term hospitalization, Job 
loss, Natural disasters 

   Stephen Ministers commit to at least two 
years for training, service, and regular su-
pervision. Many Stephen Ministers enjoy 
their ministry so much that they choose to 
serve beyond the two years. 

 

   While being a Stephen Minister 
requires commitment of time and 
effort, it also brings joy and fulfill-
ment. It may be one of the most 
rewarding challenges you will ever 
embrace. In addition, you will use 
the skills you learn not only in your 
caring ministry, but also in your 
everyday relationships with family, 
friends, neighbors, and coworkers.

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Stephen Minister Job Description  

Stephen Ministers are congregation members who are recruited, selected, trained, and commissioned to provide 
one-to-one lay caring ministry to persons in crisis or with other needs for care. They participate in Supervision 
Group twice a month. They initially commit to serve for two years including training and may renew their commit-
ment. 

 What Stephen Ministers Do  

A defined cluster of activities make up a Stephen Minister's job description. 

Pray  

Stephen Ministers pray daily for their care receivers and strive to worship God always in word and deed. They re-
veal the love of God to those who most need to see it. 

Care for the Care Receiver  

Stephen Ministers are assigned to care receivers-people in crisis who need caring support. Stephen Ministers care 
for those in moderate difficulties. The Stephen Minister's care helps the care receiver resolve the difficulty and 
achieve growth. 

   Most Stephen Ministers meet once a week with their care receivers for about an hour at a time. They may also 
check in with the care receiver by telephone, particularly when the care receiver is going through a difficult time. 

   Stephen Ministers use special skills to care for their care receivers. Among the most important are the following: 

Listening. Most care receivers need someone simply to listen-really listen-as they talk through their difficulties. 

Dealing with feelings. Stephen Ministers reflect the care receiver's content, feelings, and ideas and ask open-
ended questions to help the care receiver recognize, express, and accept his or her feelings. 

Sharing distinctively Christian caring resources. Stephen Ministers may share a prayer, a Bible verse or story, or 
other caring gestures that the care receiver would welcome. 

Remaining process-oriented. Stephen Ministers do not try to fix the care receiver or his or her problems; they focus 
on the process of caregiving and rely on God to achieve results. 

Relating assertively. Stephen Ministers respect both the needs of the care receiver and their own needs as well. 

Maintaining boundaries. Stephen Ministers set appropriate boundaries in the caring relationship, helping the care 
receiver remain as independent as possible while being there for the care receiver as needed. 

Recommending professional care when necessary. Stephen Ministers are not trained to care for those who are 
suicidal, severely depressed, abusive, or homicidal, or who are abusing drugs or alcohol. If Stephen Ministers rec-
ognize that their care receiver's needs exceed the care they are able to provide, they see that the care receiver 
receives professional care. 

Maintain Confidentiality  

Stephen Ministers understand that confidentiality is crucial in any caring relationship. The care receiver needs to 
know that what he or she says to the Stephen Minister will remain in confidence. Stephen Ministers maintain confi-
dentiality and encourage other Stephen Ministers to do the same. 

Help Identify People in Need of Stephen Ministry  

Stephen Ministers act as ministers of referral, helping to find people who would benefit from the care of a Stephen 
Minister. 

Participate in Twice -Monthly Supervision and Continuing Education Sessions  

Stephen Ministers participate faithfully in Small Group Peer Supervision and continuing education, coming pre-
pared to every supervision session unless illness or emergency makes attendance impossible. Supervision pro-
vides Stephen Ministers with support, guidance, and accountability for their caring relationships. There are no un-
supervised Stephen Ministers. 

Help the Congregation Understand and Appreciate Stephen Ministry  

Through their service, Stephen Ministers help the congregation appreciate Stephen Ministry and encourage mem-
bers to become ministers of referral who help those in crisis receive the care they need.

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òEveryone came running, and they were bewildered to hear their own languages spoken by the be-

lieverséWe all hear these people speaking in our own languages about the wonderful things God 

has done!ó (Acts 2:6,11 NLT). The òpeopleó Luke is referring to are the one hundred and twenty be-

lievers who were gathered in an òupstairs room of the house where they were stayingó on the day of 

Pentecost. Yes, there was the sound like the roaring of a mighty wind storm that filled the place. But 

thatõs not the sound that brought everyone running. What compelled the others to come running 

was the sound of people telling of the òwonderful things God has doneó in a language they each 

could understand. The centerpiece of the story of Godõs love for us is not a set of guidelines for òright 

living,ó or a philosophy of life, or a list of creeds to recite. The center of the story of Godõs love for us is 

a person named Jesus. Jesus, and the stories about the wonderful things God has done in the lives of 

those who know Jesus are what brought everyone running on that Pentecost day long ago.  

It is the same today. I canõt think of anyone who, if they are honest with themselves, is not longing to 

hear how God is active in this world, healing, bringing hope, and changing lives. This is why Jesus 

commissioned his disciples to the ministry of faith sharing before concluding his earthly ministryƄ 

òYou will be my witnesses, telling people about me everywhereéto the ends of the earthó (Acts 1:8). 

Our witness, however, must be presented in a language people can understand. That same Holy 

Spirit that was poured out upon the believers on the first Pentecost is the very same Spirit of Truth Je-

sus offers us. The Spirit has given each of us the ability to speak of Jesus and his wonderful works in a 

language someone understands. The language you speak might be a meal you deliver to someoneõs 

home. It might be a visit, or card, or call that brings hope through a prayer. The language you speak 

might be the language understood by a coworker who hasnõt heard the Good News but who will 

find strength to face a personal struggle when they hear about your experiences and friendship with 

Jesus. Or maybe the language you speak comes through the sound of a piano or a guitar or a song 

you are òalways plugged intoó on your iPod. 

Jesus has commissioned us to share our faith with others. He will arrange for our path to cross with 

somebody whose language we speak. Like those early believers, when we offer the Good News of 

Jesus Christ in our own way, by sharing our own story, others will come running to hear us tell of òthe 

wonderful things God has done.ó Wherever our summer travels take us, letõs share our faith in Christ!

About a quarter of the way, I kept sitting down, drink-
ing water and struggling, but pushing my way through 
physically, while mentally enjoying every second at 
the view of Godôs work surrounding me.   

 At about the halfway point, we come to the 
snow.  We crossed a bridge, then another bridge, but 
that bridge had over 2 feet of snow.  From that point 
of the journey upwards, we were in for the time of our 
lives.  Have you ever hiked in snow?  Possibly many 
of you have.  But Iôm a Texan, and I tell you what.  
Iôve never walked longer than from my car to the 
house in snow.   

 Up and up and over and around, I slipped a 
few timesé well, quite a bit of times.  I spent most of 
my time trying to stay upright.  My legs were hurting 
worse, then my hips, and my back.  But this trip was 
well worth it.  So I pushed myself.  I trudged onward, 
telling myself I can do this.  It ended up being quite 
the testing of what Iôm made of inside.  And then, we 
made it.  Ouzel Falls!  WOW, what a beautiful site!  
What great joy overflowed through me.  God put this 
here for us to enjoy.  I could feel the mist from the 
waterfall.  It was refreshing, rejuvenating.  God 
helped me get up there, and what a reward.  God 
Rules!  He sure does. 

 See God does that for us.  He helps us 
through what seem to be our toughest challenges in 
life.  He is beside us all the way.  Sometimes we get

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How the Congregation Supports the Stephen Minister  

The Stephen Minister has responsibilities, and so does the congregation. 

Training  

Through its trained Stephen Leaders, the congregation supplies Stephen Ministers 50 hours of training for this min-
istry before they are assigned a care receiver, and further supplies continuing education twice monthly as long as 
the Stephen Ministers serve. The training is comprehensive, and Stephen Ministers can feel confident in their skills 
for this ministry. 

Commissioning  

The congregation formally commissions Stephen Ministers at one or more worship services. This allows the com-
munity to recognize their efforts, affirm and support their ministry, and pray for them as they begin their caring min-
istry. 

Supervision  

Small Group Peer Supervision provides Stephen Ministers with encouragement and assures that no Stephen Min-
ister will ever have to carry the responsibility for his or her care receiver all alone. 

Prayers  

Stephen Ministers rely on the prayers of the congregation for keeping God's presence foremost in their caring min-
istry. Sometimes the going will be tough for both caregivers and their care receivers; the Stephen Ministers will 
need the additional support of knowing that others are lifting their needs as caregivers to God in prayer. 

Stephen Leaders  

By accepting Stephen Ministry as part of its overall ministry, a congregation agrees to supply the resources that 
allow for the training of Stephen Leaders. These Stephen Leaders in turn provide guidance for Stephen Ministers. 
They train them and ensure that the Supervision and continuing education sessions progress smoothly. They are 
available to consult with Stephen Ministers when they have questions, face challenges, or suspect that the care 
receiver's needs exceed the care they are able to give. Stephen Leaders offer support, advice, and affirmation to 
the Stephen Ministers and ensure the smooth operation of Stephen Ministry in the congregation. 

Recognition and Appreciation  

The congregation recognizes and appreciates Stephen Ministers for the service they give the congregation. 

 Many people in our church might remember the Manzer family - Doug worked for Kodak and was eventually 

transferred to their New York facility.  He was a guitarist who helped form our churchôs first praise band.  Lori was ac-

tive in our church as was their older daughter, Mary Jo.  Aaron was born eighteen years ago, and at age three was 

diagnosed with severe autism - Lori became very proactive in Windsor promoting handicapped programs, which she 

still is currently doing in New York 

 Aaron is due to graduate with his peers in June.  He is eligible to stay in public education until age 21, but it is 

important for him to graduate now.  Therefore he had to take the exam, similar to the GED, which after three tries, he 

passed!  After graduation he has been accepted into a junior college in a residential program teaching independent 

life skills; he also will be taking one college level class - he chose computer science.  As he settles into college life, he 

will be able to take more college level courses as he is able.  He also has won an award that recognizes a student for 

overcoming significant challenges to be successful in high school.
