If you have noticed the above, then you know that the church preservation and restoration ministry is well underway!

About a month ago, Slaterpaull Architects completed the design specifications and architectural drawings for the church reno-
vation. The specifications document (containing about as many pages as your favorite Bible) and drawings were subsequently
approved by the State Historic Fund. As required by the State, ads were placed in four local newspapers inviting General Con-
tractors to bid on this work. Additionally, the invitation was sent to select contractors with known experience in historical reno-
vations. On February 10", perspective contractors attended a conference at the church to obtain a better understanding of the
scope of work as defined in the design specifications. As you are reading this article, those bids have been received, and the
contract will be awarded shortly. Once the contract has been awarded, we will have a better understanding of the actual reno-
vation costs and construction schedule. The included spreadsheet shows the anticipated costs for major improvements to be

addressed.

In preparation for construction, last week there was a crew working in the basement doing asbestos abatement above the ceil-
ings in the kitchen and classroom. Additional abatement of hazardous material on the roof and around the sanctuary windows
will occur in conjunction with the actual restoration work.

After Easter, the company who services our organ will temporarily remove the case pipes and seal the organ from dust prior to
the start of the sanctuary rehabilitation work. And we even have an archeol ogist wunder
oversighto during construction, as required by | aw.
