The Bradleys are going back to Congoé our 
third trip in 8 years. We are answering Godôs 
call and our passion to help the wonderful 
people of Africa. This trip will be the most 
difficult and potentially rewarding yet. Our 
team of nine, including three physicians and 
four nurses will be leaving the U.S. on April 
5, flying to DRC and then to Kapanga Prov-
ince, a remote region in west central Congo 
where we will spend ten days.  During the 
recent years of war in Congo where more 
than 5 million Congolese have died the for-
merly respected hospital of Samuteb and its 
community have been severely damaged. 
This hospital is now on the UMCOR list of 
hospitals in underdeveloped countries to be 
revived. Dr Kashala, the only permanent 
Congolese doctor in the area, is a blessing 
and badly in need of relief. Our medical 
team will be the first to visit the community 
with the aim of educating nursing and medi-
cal staff, helping with supplies and planning 
for the future. For more background informa-
tion about the region and our plans for the 
team please read the attached summary 
and Google ñSamuteb Hospital.ò  

The people of Kapanga province are impov-
erished , disease ridden and malnourished. 
Aids, malaria, TB, diarrhea diseases menin-
gitis and childbirth  account for much of the 
morbidity and mortality. Our team is hoping 
to raise $25,000 in donations to help pur-
chase supplies, equipment, educational ma-
terials and nutritional supplements. All 
money donated will go directly to the 
Samuteb community.

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Itôs hard to imagine what it must be like to stand atop the podium and be awarded an Olympic Gold medal. 
When we listen to the interviews with these elite athletes, words like ñcommitment,ò ñsacrifice,ò and ñdreamò 
are in common to almost every one of their stories. The brief moment of standing on the highest step during 
a medal ceremony is, for most, the culmination of a lifetime of preparation, training, and focus. Every deci-
sion and activity in these athletesô lives has ultimately been in service of reaching these goals. 

Laurie Beth Jones, author of Jesus in Blue Jeans, A Practical Guide to Everyday Spirituality would say that 
the goal of winning an Olympic medal is the altar at which an elite athlete worshipsƄ the altar where their 
commitment is renewed daily, the altar where sacrifices are made, and the altar where the source for contin-
ued strength and inspiration is sought. She writes, ñEach of us worship at an altar. It may not be visible, it 
may not be in churchébut wherever we are giving our utmost attention, our greatest gift of time and en-
ergyƄ there our altar will be.ò 

Recognizing the altars at which we worship should be part of our Lenten journey. Jesusô altar is described 
by what he taught to be the ñfirstò commandment: ñHear O Israel: the Lord our God, the Lord is one: You 
shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind, and with all 
your strength.ò (Mark 12:29-30) Jesusô daily renewal of his commitment, his sacrifices, and his source of 
strength were fulfilled through worship at this altar. We also know from Scripture that Jesus had to confront 
attempts to clutter his altar with competing offersƄ most notably, his forty days in the desert during which he 
was encouraged by Satan to worship at the altars of self preservation, popularity, relevance, and unlimited 
resources. Because he was filled with the Holy Spirit, Jesus (as Laurie Beth Jones says) was able to ñkeep 
his altar clean.ò 

What is the state of your altar? After all, Jesusô first commandment is for each of us who accept his call to 
discipleship. What is getting the most of your attention and energy these daysƄ your ñheart, soul, mind and 
strength?ò What kind of things have cluttered up your altar? It could be the pursuit of status or financial secu-
rity. But maybe the clutter on your altar is something such as the need to receive constant approval from 
others. Or maybe an obsession with completing tasks (i.e.-ñGit óer Doneò) has cluttered the time you spend 
on relationships; or perhaps your altar is cluttered with taking too much responsibility for other peoplesô per-
sonal satisfaction and happiness. 

Take the time in the remaining days of Lent to clean up your altar. It doesnôt mean the things we are working 
on are unimportant. It simply means that we cannot allow them to clutter the place and time we spend re-
newing our commitments to God, offering our gifts and talents, and seeking Godôs strength in our lives. Je-
sus kept his altar clean, and so must we.
