I 6 m s o -wejuestgoteuwttravel itinerary in the mail, so | must share it, even though when you will be
reading this, we shall have already gone and come back!

Perhaps a little background is in order. Last June when | was attending Annual Conference, Bishop Warner
Brown announced that he was planning a fact finding trip to Israel for anyone from the Rocky Mountain and Yellow-
stone conferences. Dave and | have been on two trips to Israel with our former pastor in Durango, but | was interested
in returning to see the differences since our last trip in 2000. Then | saw a movie on the political situation in Israel at
the UMW llliff School of Missions last summer, so | knew then that | just had to go! | even bought the DVDs to show
everyone | could corner.

We are leaving on February 12 from Denver DIA to Atlanta to Tel Aviv to travel to our Royal Palace Hotel in
Tiberias, by the Sea of Galilee. Our tour group consists of eighteen persons, about half laity and half clergy. For two
days we shall be touring the various holy sites for tourists, such as Nazareth, Cana, Megiddo where Herod had a vast
military post guarding the main north-south trade route through the fertile Galilee, Bet Shean, which is a vast active
archaeological dig through at least six civilizations, and even including a boat ride on the Sea of Galilee.

An extra will be visiting the Bethlehem Bible College as we transfer to the Olive Tree Hotel in Jerusalem. The
college is an interdenominational Christian college to prepare Christian leaders within an Arab context. On Sunday, we
shall worship at the East Jerusalem Baptist Church, the pastor there being sponsored by the United Methodist Church.
We then have an afternoon of relaxation, when Dave and | will probably do a little shopping, sampling the local restau-
rant s, and Apeople watching. 0 The next three days wil
in the vicinity of Jerusalem; visiting these areas makes reading the Bible come to life when you experience the rela-
tionship of one area to another. A special tour is planned to the Princess Basma Center for Disabled Children. The
center was founded in 1965 under the patronage of the sister of King Hussein of Jordan to serve disabled children all
over the West Bank and Gaza strip. Children referred from other hospitals come with a parent for up to three months
to receive therapy and prostheses, while the parents learn how to provide continued therapy at home. February 21 will
be spent in East Jerusalem holy sites, then visiting Hebron, located in the Biblical region of Judea at 3,000 feet eleva-
tion south of Jerusalem. Hebron contains the Cave of the Patriarchs holy to all three Abrahamic faiths - Judaism,
Christianity, and Islam - where according to Genesis, Abraham purchased the cave and the field surrounding it to bury
his wife Sarah, and subsequently Abraham, Isaac, Rebekah, Jacob, and Leah. Finally we meet with Rabbis for Hu-
man Rights. It is the only Israeli rabbinic organization comprised of Reform, Orthodox, Conservative and Reconstruc-
tionist rabbis and students to promote various human rights concerns by lobbying authorities and educating the gen-
eral public.
