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      A carrot, an egg, and a cup of coffee...You will never look at a cup of coffee the same way again. 
 
      A young woman went to her mother and told her about her life and how things were so hard for her. She did not know how she was 
going to make it and wanted to give up, She was tired of fighting and struggling. It seemed as one problem was solved, a new one 
arose. 
 
      Her mother took her to the kitchen. She filled three pots with water and placed each on a high fire. Soon the pots came to boil. In 
the first she placed carrots, in the second she placed eggs, and in the last she placed ground coffee beans. She let them sit and boil; 
without saying a word. 
 
      In about twenty minutes she turned off the burners. She fished the carrots out and placed them in a bowl. She pulled the eggs out 
and placed them in a bowl. Then she ladled the coffee out and placed it in a bowl. Turning to her daughter, she asked, ' Tell me what 
you see.' 
 
      'Carrots, eggs, and coffee,' she replied. 
 
      Her mother brought her closer and asked her to feel the carrots. She did and noted that they were soft. The mother then asked the 
daughter to take an egg and break it. After pulling off the shell, she observed the hard boiled egg. 
 
      Finally, the mother asked the daughter to sip the coffee.. The daughter smiled as she tasted its rich aroma. The daughter then 
asked, 'What does it mean, mother?' 
 
      Her mother explained that each of these objects had faced the same adversity: boiling water. Each reacted differently. The carrot 
went in strong, hard, and unrelenting. However, after being subjected to the boiling water, it softened and became weak. The egg had 
been fragile.  Its thin outer shell had protected its liquid interior, but after sitting through the boiling water, its inside became hardened.  
The ground coffee beans were unique, however.  After they were in the boiling water, they had changed the water. 
 
      'Which are you?' she asked her daughter. 'When adversity knocks on your door, how do you respond? Are you a carrot, an egg or a 
coffee bean? 
 
      Think of this: Which am I? Am I the carrot that seems strong, but with pain and adversity do I wilt and become soft and lose my 
strength? 
 
      Am I the egg that starts with a malleable heart, but changes with the heat? Did I have a fluid spirit, but after a death, a breakup, a 
financial hardship or some other trial, have I become hardened and stiff?  Does my shell look the same, but on the inside am I bitter 
and tough with a stiff spirit and hardened heart? 
 
      Or am I like the coffee bean? The bean actually changes the hot water, the very circumstance that brings the pain. When the water 
gets hot, it releases the fragrance and flavor.  If you are like the bean, when things are at their worst, you get better and change the 
situation around you. When the hour is the darkest and trials are their greatest  do you elevate yourself to another level? How do you 
handle adversity?  Are you a carrot, an egg or a coffee bean? 
 
      May you have enough happiness to make you sweet, enough trials to make you strong, enough sorrow to keep you human and 
enough hope to make you happy. 
 
      The happiest of people don't necessarily have the best of everything; they just make the most of everything that comes along their 
way. The brightest future will always be based on a forgotten past; you can't go forward in life until you let go of your past failures and 
heartaches. 
 
      When you were born, you were crying and everyone around you was smiling. 
 
      Live your life so at the end, you're the one who is smiling and everyone around you is crying. 
 
      You might want to send this message to those people who mean something to you (I JUST DID); to those who have touched your 
life in one way or another; to those who make you smile when you really need it; to those who make you see the brighter side of things 
when you are really down; to those whose friendship you appreciate; to those who are so meaningful in your life. 
 
      If you don't send it, you will just miss out on the opportunity to brighten someone's day with this message!

Once upon a time, the eldest and richest man in a village decided it would be a good idea to give a feast for all of 
the townspeople at the start of the new year. He called together the council of ten elders to plan the event. ñI will 
provide the feast,ò he said, ñif you will each bring a jug of wine.ò They all agreed. 

But after they parted, the youngest of the group was already cursing himself for having agreed to part with one 
whole jug of wine. He didnôt have that much wine in his stores and didnôt want to spend any money either. 

He sat down and mulled over the situation, and, then a big smile crossed his face. ñIôve got it! All the other nine 
elders will pour their wine into the common pot before the feast begins. Surely one jug of water couldnôt spoil so 
much wine. I will simply bring a jug of wateréno one will ever know!ò 

And so, on the day of the big feast, the young elder put on his finest robes, filled his jug with fresh spring water 
and headed for the feast. Everyone arrived to the sound of festive music and delicious smells of the food that was 
cooking. The host motioned for all the elders to come forward and pour their jugs of wine into the enormous com-
munity clay pot in the center of the courtyard. 

There was music and dancing and finally it was time to sit down at the eating tables. The host ordered the ser-
vants to fill the cups with wine. Each of the ten elders waited patiently for everyone to be served and all were anx-
ious to taste the fine, refreshing wine. 

Finally, the host offered a toast to the greatness of the village and gave the signal to drink. The guests lifted their 
cups to their lips and began to sip. They sipped, and sipped again. Then they looked at each other sheepishly 
avoiding the eyes of the host. For they tasted not wineébut only water! You see, each one had thought, ñSurely 
one jug of water couldnôt spoil so much wine.ò 

For the rest of the feast they continued to drink the water, acting like it was the best wine they had ever tasted. 
And that day, a new saying arose among the people of the village: ñIf you wish to take wine, you must give it also.ò 

Maybe this story of African origin prompts some thoughts. When were times I have given ñwineò; what was my 
experience? What was the experience like when I was asked to give wine but instead gave only water? What is it 
like when I bring wine and others bring only water? 

We have the opportunity every day to choose how we will contribute to the ñcommon pot.ò For United Methodists, 
we have pledged that our contributions to our church as a part of the Church of Jesus Christ will include our 
ñPrayers, Presence, Gifts, and Service.ò These are all contributions we can make in almost any situation, to any 
person, at any time. They are acts of stewardship, responses to Godôs overwhelming grace, and they are central 
to our practice of the Christian faith. 

Jesus Christ has invited us to a Great FeastƄ to participate in the Kingdom of Heaven. A man, having heard Je-
sus speak of the Kingdom at a dinner party where they were both guests, proclaimed, ñHow happy are those who 
will sit down at the feast in the Kingdom of God!ò (Luke 14:15) 

We are invited to this Great Feast. We have the choice to bring water or wine. Letôs choose to contribute our best 
and highest offerings, for the host of this feast is none other than our Risen Lord!
