A few days ago, I called the pastor of the Timnath Presbyterian Church, located just a few miles up 
the road from us. I called to offer our spiritual, emotional, and hands on support in the wake of the gas 
explosion accident that damaged a substantial portion of their historic church home. Reverend Gor-
man told me they were still in shock and, at this point, not even sure what was going to be needed or 
when. The congregation, thankful that no one was physically injured, will surely be displaced from 
worshiping in their church for an extended period of time. 

At the same time we at First UMC Windsor rejoice that ñThe End is Near!ò (see Bruce Hyinkôs won-
derful CPR update), Timnath Presbyterian cannot even see the Beginning of their restoration project. 
I know most of you, especially those whoôve served and supported the CPR project, can ñfeelò the 
heaviness when you imagine all the work that will be required to restore Timnath Presbyterian. When 
one part of The Body hurts, all parts are affected in some way.
